Every couple of months Chrome pushes out a new major version that is incompatible with the currently
installed chromedriver due to their APl changes. To download the latest chromedriver for your version:

In the chrome URL Bar type in “chrome::version” or “chrome://version/”

In the about screen look at the top line and make a note of your Chrome Version.
